Support to adult literacy is as much a political necessity as support to other minimum needs. The 
political necessity of providing support to the idea of adult literacy appears sharpest 
immediately after any government is formed; it tends to be at its weakest the moment it is taken 
up both by bureaucracy and technocracy. Both the bureaucracy and technocracy have 
continuously grappled with understanding the poor in their diverse geographic and socio-
economic habitats. They have found it difficult to evolve models for managing literacy in 
seemingly homogenous rural communities; the management of literacy in urban slums has been 
still more difficult largely on account of the complex play of sociology in both these habitats. 
 

“Management will” comes into play once the policy resolve has come into being and resources 
have been allocated for the implementation of the policy. In simple terms, it refers to the 
administrative and technological resources coordinated by the bureaucracy and technocracy in 
its resolve to implement the articulated policy. 
 

The Indian experience seems to indicate that the “management will”, as manifest in bureaucratic 
and technocratic capabilities, is often inadequate to take full advantage of the political will 
largely on account of sociological complexity of the populace and lack of specialized 
capabilities both among the bureaucracy and technocracy. There is also a lack of mutual trust 
between these two elites – the bureaucratic elites and the technocratic elites; bureaucratic elites 
do enjoy the luxury of masquerating as technocratic elites in this country.
